Alaska needs more construction workers, and our country needs more women working in the construction industry. That’s why Girl Scouts of Alaska and the local chapter of NAWIC have been teaming up for four years now to expose girls to high-demand careers in the building industry.

More than 250 Southcentral Alaska Girl Scouts will get hands-on experience in different construction fields and will earn a Breaking New Ground patch. Saturday’s workshops will be led by Alaska women who are employed in the construction industry. Workshops will include welding, safety, backhoe simulator, surveying, conduit piping and hammer and saw skills. In one session, girls will do a team building exercise using a model of the new cabin for the Girl Scouts Singing Hills Camp. The original building burned to the ground last summer in an arson fire and will be rebuilt in 2011.
