Developmentally challenged children in the Anchorage School District will attend “hunting and fishing” school courtesy of the Great Alaska Sportsman Show Friday.

Kids will learn about animals with help from Volunteers from Safari Club International-Alaska Chapter. They’ll have the chance to ask questions about and touch horns, hides, bones and mounts of all types of animals – from African elephants to musk ox, Dall sheep, bears, bison, caribou, moose and elk. 

Then, each child also will have a chance to hook a catchable-size rainbow trout or a two- to five-pound brood stock Arctic char in the Kid’s Fishing Pond. Retired Fish & Game Biologist Fritz Kraus will be on the microphone with play-by-play at the fishing pond and students from King Career Center will bait hooks and land the fish.
