According to the Watershed Report, 80 percent of future careers will demand knowledge of science and technology. Girls Scouts of Alaska wants to make sure girls have the skills required for those jobs, and the best way to promote that is to expose girls to science careers and women role models who are already working in those fields.

More than 250 girls (Girl Scouts and non Girl Scouts) are expected to attend Women of Science & Technology in the Mat-Su Valley this weekend. Each girl will participate in workshops led by Alaska women who work in science and technology fields. Girls will discover ham radio operations, dissect a salmon, learn petroleum geology engineering principles, discover the effects of color, shape and size on heat loss with tundra animals and build and program a Lego robot. One workshop will challenge girls to discover minerals, determine the minerals in toothpaste, and then make their own toothpaste. In another class, participants will eat plants, learn plant parts, then use genetics to create a new plant.

Women of Science events have or will be held this year in Anchorage, Bethel, Sitka, Soldotna and Kodiak, as well as in the Mat-Su Valley.
