One of the best ways to ensure the future protection of the Kenai River is to teach kids to love fishing and how to do it properly. That’s what the Kenai River Jr. Classic is all about. 

Kids who likely wouldn’t otherwise have a chance to fish the river are invited for a free day of silver and pink salmon fishing with a professional guide. Forty boat sponsors make the day possible, as well as KRSA’s program partners – the Armed Services YMCA of Alaska and the Boys and Girls Clubs of the Kenai Peninsula. Participants also will have the chance to visit the Alaska Department of Fish & Game Mobile Aquatic Classroom, learn about boating safety and the importance of wearing a life jacket through the Central Peninsula Hospital SAFE KIDS program and will hear speakers from ADF&G, Kenai Watershed Forum, the Alaska Boating Safety Program and U.S. Coast Guard. A free lunch is included.
It’s a pink year on the Kenai, so the fishing action is expected to be fast and furious. In past years, the kids have caught more than 200 silvers and at least as many pinks.
